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Dates: 15 May to 27 May 2011 
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Day 1 (14 May 2011): On arrival in Johannesburg mee t and greet and transfer to Hyde Park Southern Sun Hotel  
 
The Southern Sun Hyde Park, one of Johannesburg’s n ewest hotels is situated in one of the best locations in the “nerve centre” of the African continent.  With 
sweeping views northwards, it is actually located on “the roof” of the famous Hyde Park Shopping Centr e; one of South Africa’s premier malls.  The 
restaurants and bar in particular are spectacularly set and the rooms spacious and modern. 
 
At 19h00 you will meet expedition Leader, Conrad, for a briefing and then welcome dinner (private). 
 
Day 2 and 3 (15, 16 May 2011): Arrive in Maun (Air Botswana from JHB) and meet Uncharted Africa guide then transfer by road to Nxai Pan for 
adventure camping in a sensational pre-erected camp , complete with en suite facilities throughout and a sand oven for fresh breakfast muffins 
and bread rolls and all manner of incredible baking . The camp site is erected within sight of the amazin g Baines’ baobabs where Thomas Baines 
was the first westerner to paint the behemoths.   
 
Nxai Pans National Park is a remote and fairly 
inaccessible park east of the Okavango Delta.  Huge 
concentrations of game move in and out of the area, 
pending the rains which end in March / beginning of 
April.  Basically a series of interconnected fossilized 
pans, Nxai Pans is probably most famous for the 
immense stands of baobabs, named after a famous 
early explorer, Thomas Baines who painted these 
giants on an expedition in 1861.  The estimates of the 
girth of these trees have not changed in over 150 
years!  Interestingly, both Impala and Springbok are 
found in this park, usually separated by different 
biome preferences.  Predators also move in and out of 
the area (cheetah, wild dog and lion) and unusual 
species include Brown Hyena and Red Hartebeest. 
 
We spend two nights in this area exploring.   
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Days 4, 5 and 6 (17, 18, 19 May 2011): Drive from N xai Pan to San Camp. 
 

After an early breakfast we depart by road to San Camp; en route, we visit the famous 
Baines’ Baobabs. (Unless done as a day trip from Nx ai Pan).  San Camp has to be one 
of the most incredible camps in the whole of Africa, perched right on the edge of the 
massive Maghadighadi Pans, the 
largest continuous salt pans on 
Earth.  It is a wonderful small 
camp, activities are centered 
around exploring the area around 
the pans or even the pans 
themselves!  Game drives or quad 
bikes are used.  Incredible wildlife 
concentrations occur in the area, 
especially famed for the huge 
zebra migration which happens 
shortly after the rains.  Up to 5000 
zebra can be found concentrated 
at fresh water pans.  It is an 

otherworldly and strange yet starkly beautiful part of the Kalahari desert. We will also be visiting the 
heart-warming and endearing Meerkat colony. 
 
Day 7, 8, 9 and 10 (20, 21, 22, 23 May 2011): We fl y from San Camp’s airstrip over the distinctly 
otherworldly Maghadighadi pans westwards to the hea rt of the Kalahari.  We arrive at one of the 
most remote airstrips in the world and drive almost  5 hours (!) of game drive (with lunch picnic 
on route) to our camp site at the most remote corne r of the wonderous Deception Valley. 
Letiahau. 
 
Being the end of the sporadic rains this area receives, we should be lucky enough to sight a great variety 
of general desert game, including large herds of springbok, eland, and sometimes 200-strong herds of 
Oryx!  There are predators in the Kalahari, and if we are lucky, we will find the famed black maned lion. 
The resident pride of lion here comprises a number of females and 2 enormous black maned lions.   Our 
time here is spent on game drives searching for the diversity resident in the huge game reserve. Midday 
is spent relaxing under a tree at camp or enjoying an afternoon siesta. Using the Deception camp site as 
a base you will go on game drives exploring the surrounding areas and waterholes. 
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Day 11, 12 and 13 (24, 25, 26 May 2011): Air transf er from The Kalahari Plains Airstrip to Tubu Tree C amp, western Okavango Delta 
 
 

We leave Leitiahau – and return via 5 hour game dri ve to the airstrip.  
We take off and head northwestwards over the lushness which is the 
Okavango Delta. 
 
This area has specifically been chosen because of the remoteness of 
this camp, possibly THE most remote Camp in the famed Okavango 
Delta.  You could not ask for a larger contrast between the Kalahari 
biomes just visited and the lush waterways of the largest inland delta 
in the world.  Game abounds, including Sitatunga, and Cape Buffalo 
which are often in the area over this period. Other general game 
populations attracting a variety of predators also move in and out of 
the area. The location also allows for wonderful water based 
Okavango activities, including mokoro and boat cruises. 
 
Tubu Tree Camp is situated in the far west of the Okavango Delta in 
the Jao Private Reserve on a famous island called Hunda.  It is 
positioned on a North – South facing island, which acts as a refuge to 
all manner of wildlife, as the island is surrounded by the lush papyrus 
beds of the delta.  The five rooms are well appointed and each have 
an en-suite bathroom with hot and cold running water, a shower and 
flush toilet – as well as an outside shower under t he stars. The camp 
has a plunge pool.   Access into this area is only by aircraft and then 
guests are transferred by means of vehicle and then mokoro (above 

picture) or boat to the camp.  Fishing is also offered at certain times of the year.  Birding specials include Rosy-throated longclaws, Pel’s Fishing owl  and 
Wattled Crane www.tubutreecamp.com  
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Day 14 (27 May 2011): Air transfer to Maun for end of safari for flight connections home or on to Victoria Falls (Zambia) for exploring one of the seven 
wonders of the world for a two night stay at either Tongabezi or The River Club.  Please note that extensions in this part of the world are very easily 
organized, and hugely recommended as the Victoria Falls will be at its highest level of the year.
